1.  [Choir:  O Hearken Ye - 2 verses]

2.  [Piano Solo:  “Bring a Torch, Jeanette, Isabella” arranged by Jon Schmidt]

>>> Child (dressed in nightclothes, Mother and Grandfather enter chapel during “Bring a Torch” Child climbs into ‘bed’ made up with covers and pillows on the clerk’s desk in the front of the chapel.  Mother and Grandpa are seated just behind the child.<<<
Child (leaning against ‘Mom,’ looks at ‘Grandpa‘):  Grandpa, will you 


tell me a bedtime story?    

Grandpa:  I would love to, _______(child’s name), and it’s the most beautiful story ever told!

3.  [Grandpa sings:  The Most Beautiful Story Ever Told by Sally DeFord]

Child:  Thank you Grandpa: that was beautiful!  

4.  [Flute Choir:  O Little Town of Bethlehem]   >>>  The following dialog begins a few measures into “O Little Town.”
Mother:  The story actually started long, long ago, dear.  Holy men - the 


ones we call prophets - told people that a special baby would be 


born.  He would be the Son of God, and would grow up to be the 


only perfect man who ever lived.  He would teach us how to live a 


happy life, and how to be able to go back to live with our 


Heavenly Father when we die.

Grandpa:  
That’s right, ______(child’s name).  The prophet Isaiah said: Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel (which means “God with us”).  

Mother:  And here in America there lived a prophet named Nephi.  He 


had taught that Jesus would soon be born, but there were 


wicked people who didn’t believe him, and who were threatening 


to kill him and the other believers if Jesus wasn’t born by the 


date they had been told.  Just as Nephi was most worried that he 


and his friends would all be killed, Jesus came to him in a vision, 


and this is what he said.

5.  [ Choir:  I Come Unto My Own]

Child:  So was Jesus born that night?

Grandpa:  Yes, my angel, he certainly was.  Joseph and Mary came from 


their home town of Nazereth to Bethlehem, because they had to 


go there to pay their taxes.  

Mother:  They couldn’t find a room at any of the inns, so they were in a 


stable with the animals when Jesus was born.

6.  [Soprano Soloist and Stake Choir:  “Silent night / Lullaby my little one” by Knecht]

>>> “Joseph” and “Mary” and “Baby Jesus” enter  and take a low seat in the front of the chapel near the steps on the side of the chapel opposite the clerk’s table.  Joseph carries the baby until Mary is seated and then hands the baby to her.  They talk softly to one another and Joseph sits on the floor next to her and then moves up to sit next to her during the following selections.   <<<

Grandpa:  Some amazing things happened that night.  The first was what 


happened to some shepherds who were out in the fields with 


their sheep.

7.  [Mother (soprano soloist) and Stake Choir:  “As Shepherds Kept Their Lonely Vigil” by Sally DeFord]

Child:  You mean a real angel came and talked to the shepherds?

Grandpa:  Yes he did, and right after that a huge choir of angels began to 


sing to them, too!

8.  [Choir:  Angels we have heard on high]

Grandpa:  After the angels left, the shepherds saw a beautiful star shining brightly in the sky.

9.  [Choir:  The Star Carol]

Mother:  The shepherds were excited to see this gorgeous star, 


because it would lead them to where Baby Jesus was!

10.  [Combined Choirs:  Rise Up Shepherds]

Child:  Wow! I’ll bet it was exciting to see the angels and the star and 


the baby Jesus!  Did anything else happen, Grandpa?

Grandpa:  Yes, sweetheart.  The star not only led the shepherds to see the


baby:  it guided some wise men from the east to see Jesus, too.

11.  [Congregation:  With Wondering Awe]

>>> “Joseph” and “Mary” and “Baby Jesus” casually exit <<<

(Piano begins vamping intro to “If I Had Been in Bethlehem.”)

Child:  Thanks, Grandpa; thank you Mom.  That is the most beautiful 


story I’ve ever heard.  It makes me think . . . .

12.  [Child sings:  If I Had Been in Bethlehem by Sally DeFord]

Grandpa:  Thank you _______ (child’s name) - that was beautiful.

Turning to the audience:

Brothers and Sisters, thank you for coming here tonight to 


celebrate with us the birth of our Savior Jesus Christ.  For God 

so loved the world that he gave his only begotten Son, that 

whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have 

everlasting life.  

We humbly testify that this beautiful story is true:  that He was 

born in humility to teach us how to live, that He showed us the perfect example in everything he did, and that He gave his mortal life that we might gain eternal life.  

We testify that He lives today, that He leads us through living 

prophets, and that his restored gospel is truly the happiest way 

to live.  May his Spirit and love touch and guide each of us 

through the days and years to come!

13.  [Everyone:  I Heard the Bells on Christmas Day] - (An announcement will be made during the welcome so the congregation will know their part in this hymn.)  

Vs 1  piano plays and Child sings 1st line, mom and grandpa join in for remainder of 1st verse 
Vs2  add choir, soft organ 

Vs 3 add flutes lower octave unison

Vs 4 flutes in parts, add congregation & add bells on organ

Vs 5  all sing and play louder
